Even more tragic than these staggering facts is that these 
deaths could be prevented by up to 65% through simple hand 
washing with bar soap.  

Today, in the United States alone, we will throw away between 
1 – 1.5 million bars of soap.

These products often end up in already 
overflowing landfills and contaminate fragile groundwater 
systems.

Clean the World Fast Facts:
•	 We are operational in 21 states across the United States
•	 Our Orlando Recycling Center process over 10,000 bars 

a day. Other centers opening soon.
•	 All collection pickups are done by uniformed and 

credentialed professional Clean the World employees, 
and all staff are required to adhere to professional, 
dress, and conduct codes and policies

•	 Collection process has been implemented Six Sigma by 
several 4- and 5-star properties

•	 Our recycling process has been certified by TriTech 
Laboratories, an independent, Florida state-certified 
environmental lab. We use a patented process certified 
to be 100% effective in killing all pathogens

•	 Our recycling process has been vetted and passed 
inspection by the Quality Control group of a major soap 
manufacturer and amenity provider

•	 We have a collection process that includes both soap 
and all bottled amenities. Our process is a complete 
hotel bathroom amenity program

•	 Through Business Insurance Services, Inc. we carry a 
$3 million dollar liability and recyclers insurance policy, 
workmans’ compensation insurance, and $1 million 
automobile insurance for drivers 

Soap Distribution
•	 In 2009, Clean the World collected and distributed over 

230 tons of soap, shampoo, and other hotel amenities 
to over 50 countries worldwide including Haiti, Mexico, 
Honduras, Guatemala, Panama, Cook Islands, and 
Lesotho, Africa. 

•	 Clean the World partners with major Non-governmental 
Organizations World Vision, World Food Program, Heart 
to Heart, and Harvest Time International

•	 In January 2010, as part of our Haiti Earthquake Relief 
efforts, we collected and distributed over 150 tons of 
hygiene products, medical supplies, water, and other 
essentials to Haiti.

Clean the World is a non-profit organization 
that collects and recycles soap and shampoo 
that normally would have been thrown away. 
Your company has partnered with us to assist 
in this effort and we are happy to have their 
commitment to our cause.

Why recycle soap and shampoo?
Over five million children under the age of 
five die every year from Acute Respiratory 
Infection and Diarrheal Illness. Our goal is to  
prevent these deaths by providing individuals 
soap to properly wash their hands.

What is your role?
As a member of the housekeeping staff, your 
role is the easiest — yet the most critical. 

Your participation involves two steps:

Each time you a clean a room, 
place the used soap and shampoo 
into a separate bag. 

Empty the bag of soap and 
shampoo into the Clean the 
World collection bin located in 
an accessible area designated by 
your supervisor.

Your reward.
Not only are you helping your company 
protect our environment from unneeded 
waste, you and your co-workers will have 
the peace-of-mind knowing that the soap 
and shampoo you helped to collect is now 
helping to save potentially millions of lives.
